 New mass execution revealed

(Cyprus Weekly) – NICOSIA – Another mass execution of Greek Cypriot POWs by the 
Turkish army comes to light 35 years after it took place during the Turkish invasion 
of the island in 1974.

The Turkish Cypriot daily “Afrika” quotes an eye witness, who kept his anonymity, 
that eight busloads of POWs were bayoneted and hacked to death as they waited 
to be shipped to Turkey.

The massacre took place towards the end of August 1974 when about 320 Greek 
Cypriot POWs were driven in buses to the Kyrenia coast to board a ship for their 
transport to Turkey.
