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The Transfiguration of Our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ (Aug. 6).

At one point in His earthly ministry, Our Lord asked His disciples, Who do men say 
that the Son of man is (Matt. 16:13)? The disciples gave various answers: John the 
Baptist, Elijah, Jeremiah, or one of the other prophets. Then He said to them, But 
who do you say that I am (Matt. 16:15)? Simon Peter replied, “You are the Christ, 
the Son of the living God” (Matt. 16:16). Shortly after this confession of faith, Jesus 
went up a high mountain (according to Church Tradition, Mt. Tabor) to pray, taking 
with Him Peter, James and John. And as He was praying, the appearance of His 
countenance was altered, and His raiment became dazzling white. And behold, two 
men talked with Him, Moses and Elijah, who appeared in glory and spoke of His 
departure, which He was to accomplish at Jerusalem. Now Peter and those who 
were with Him were heavy with sleep, and when they wakened they saw His glory 
and the two men who stood with Him.
