Students and trainee priests of the Szent Atanaz Theology Institute will perform
Ludus Danielis, a well-known but rarely presented mystery play from 13th century
France, Saint Ephraim Male Choir will give a concert with the famous Hungarian
folk singer MARTA SEBESTYEN and NEKTARIA KARANTZI, an excellent and most
authentic performer of Greek Byzantine liturgical music.

The event that is called ‘Saint Ephraim Days’ is planned to be an annual event that
represents the most important cultural achievements of the Byzantine rite.
