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Saint Tychon (Tikhon) came from the ancient city of Amathus in Cyprus and lived in
the 4th century AD during the years of the Emperors Arcadius and Honorius. He
came from a pious family, and his virtuous parents raised him «in the education
and admonition of the Lord», for this reason Tychon was very quickly distinguished
for his ethical character, his wisdom, his discretion, and for his study of the Holy
Scriptures.

Even thought he was at young age, Bishop Mnemonios of Amathus (more about
Saint Mnemonios below) appreciated his rare virtues and ordained him a deacon.
But soon his virtues and his great catechism action elevated him to the Bishopric
throne as heir of Mnemonios.

As Bishop, he was distinguished for his managerial talents, his charity activities and
his spread of the word of God, which bore rich fruit, converting many pagans. Saint
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Tychon destroyed several pagan temples and raised Christian ones in their place.
Indeed, he was honoured by God with the gift of making miracles, and made many
miracles and healings and many benefactions. With his fervent prayers he even
revived the dry and uncultivated land in the area to help the poor and powerless
peasants who had fallen into deadlock. He lived in prayer, asceticism, fasting, and
above all in humility and fought until his last breath for Orthodoxy and the truth. He
passed away peacefully and was buried by the faithful with a moving service.

In the village of Ayios Tychonas (Saint Tychon) of Limassol, there was formerly a
church dedicated to Saint Tychon, but it is said that an evil bishop destroyed it and
that the bishop was punished by the Saint with the disease of epilepsy. Until today,
those who suffer with epilepsy visit the ruins of the church, which they believe
have healing powers.

The memory of Saint Tychon is celebrated together with that of Saint Mnemonios
on June 16.

Saint Mnemonios, Bishop of Amathus in Cyprus, is known to us by a memorandum
to his successor, Saint Tychon. The memorandum writer addresses Mnemonios as
«His Holiness.» He was a Bishop during the first half of the fourth century AD, as we
may infer from the fact that his successor Tychon was ordained by Epiphanius of
Cyprus.

The memory of Saint Mnemonios is celebrated on June 16 along with that of Saint
Tychon.
