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As our Church begins to observe the Nativity Fast, our Holy Metropolis organized 
the second annual Altar Boy Retreat on Saturday, November 18, 2017, for altar 
boys from across the Greater Toronto Area.

Sponsored by the Ecumenical 
Patriarchate Archons in Canada, this activity taught the youth the importance of 
almsgiving, being a cheerful giver, and having compassion and mercy on our less 
fortunate brothers and sisters.



The retreat concluded with a Vespers service, presided over by the V. Rev. Fr. 
Athenagoras Ziliaskopoulos, our Metropolis Office Director and Dean of our 
Patriarchal Toronto Orthodox Theological Academy.
