Beloved, follow not that which is evil, but that which is good. He that doeth good is 
of God: but he that doeth evil hath not seen God (3John 1:11).

One of the most common affirmations in Orthodox services is the goodness of God. 
Many services conclude with the blessing: “For He is a good God and loves 
mankind.” The goodness of God is utterly foundational to our faith – and yet that 
goodness is itself a mystery: it is not always apparent and remains a conundrum to
