At the completion of the thirty hidden years in which he had passed through all the
stages of the common life of man and had shown exemplary humility in all that (he
did, obedient to his parents, and submissive to the Law, Our Lord Jesus Christ
entered upon His public ministry—the path that would lead to His Passion—by a
dazzling revelation of His divinity For the Father and the Holy Spirit then bore
witness that Jesus is truly the Only Son of God, consubstantial with the Father,
Second Person of the Holy Trinity, Word made flesh for our salvation, the Saviour
foretold by the Prophets; and that, in His Person, the Godhead is united without
admixture to our humanity and has made it shine with His glory. Hence this feast of
the Baptism of Christ has been called the Epiphany (‘manifestation’) or the
Theophany, that is to say, the showing forth of the divinity of Christ and the first
clear revelation of the Mystery of the Holy Trinity.
