How He Saved the town of Filiatra in Greece: The miracle took place in the small 
Peloponnesian town of  Filiatra in 1943, during the dark days of the occupation of 
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Greece by the Germans. This miracle has moved and continues to move, to this 
today, not only the people of Filiatra but also the people of all Greece.

From the German Headquarters in Tripoli, orders were issued to Officer Kondau, in 
charge in Filiatra, to burn the town, because of a sabotage that the rebels had 
instigated. The Commandant was ordered to kill a certain number of notable 
Filiatrians, to take as prisoners the 1,500 other citizens, and to send them to 
Germany, after which it is was obvious they would never return.
