WASHINGTON, DC – The U.S. Commission on International Religious Freedom 
(USCIRF) expressed its concern over the demolition of the 200-year-old Greek 
Orthodox Chapel of Saint Thekla in the village of Vokolida, in the area of the 
Republic of Cyprus under the control of the Turkish troops and administered by 
Turkish Cypriot authorities.  The church was demolished on May 2, 2011. USCIRF 
calls on local Turkish Cypriot authorities to commit to rebuild the church.
