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HOLY APOSTLE JUDE

Saint Jude was one of the Twelve Apostles. He was the son of Joseph and Salome 
and the brother of James, the brother of the Lord. With Salome, the daughter of 
Angeja the son of Varahina, the brother of Zacharias, Joseph the carpenter had four 
sons: James, Hosea, Simon and Jude. This Jude is sometimes called: «Jude, the 
brother of James» because of his more famous brother (St. Luke 6:16 Acts 1:14). St. 
Jude begins his epistle in this manner: «Jude, the servant of Jesus Christ and the
